A Place to Cycle
Bretton - Marholm - Castor

A nice gentle ride for this issue, which will
take you a total of 10.5 miles around
some great routes in Peterborough.

Starting out at Bretton Centre, turn left
onto Bretton way. As you continue on the
road, turn right and head towards a large
white gate, which marks the

entrance to Milton Park. On your left you
should see the new housing
development called the Deanery.

Continuing along the tracks will bring you
to Park Farm Road, and at this point you
need to take a right until you reach Castor
Road. Here you need to take another
right and follow the signs for Marholm,
where there are plenty of places for you
to stop for refreshments if needed.

When you're ready, continue on through
Marholm heading towards Ufford and
take a left on Heath Road. Following this
road will take you to Castor Hanglands
National Nature Reserve. The history of
this area goes back over 2,000 years,
and the nature reserve is famous for it's
four distinct habitats; woodland, grass-
land, scrub and wetland.
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After delighting in the sights at the nature = el
reserve, continue on Heath Road towards [ : £ »
Castor and Ailsworth. Before you reach : e .

the A47 take the left turn into the fields, at
which point you will re-join the Green
Wheel. Following this route will take you
over the A47 using the fly over by Milton
Golf Club.
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As you head into Castor, take the first left
for Milton Ferry Bridge, this will take you
into Ferry Meadows. Here you will be
able to take advantage of your Good
Going card with 10% off all purchases at
the Lakeside Bar and Café.
